Statement On The Funding Capacity Of South Dublin County Enterprise Board.
South Dublin County enterprise board has experienced unprecedented levels of demand for its financial supports in 2010.  At the same time, all CEBs, including South Dublin CEB, have been affected by significant cuts in the level of public funding available to them.  
The consequence is that the funds available to the Board for financial assistance to applicant businesses is effectively exhausted and is expected to remain extremely limited for the remainder of 2010. 
As a result, the Board has been forced to adopt a number of measures while this situation persists:
1. Only applications relating to the immediate creation of sustainable jobs in market-ready businesses will be accepted.
2. Support will focus on employment costs in preference to other eligible costs.
3. Applications for assistance for feasibility studies will not be accepted until further notice.
4. The Board of South Dublin CEB will not make any funding decisions on projects recommended as a result of our evaluation process, until further funding becomes available. If / when more funding becomes available, it will be allocated to projects on merit and not on a first come first served basis.
